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The RP Church has sent missionaries to America, Canada, Australia, New
Zealand, England, Syria, Lebanon, Ethiopia, France, Sudan, China, Japan, and
Cyprus.  Why has such a small and flawed denomination been so missionary
minded?  Any Godly trait in us is the result of the Holy Spirit shaping us by the
Word, and the part of the Scripture that we are exposed to more than any other is
the Psalms.  God is using these songs from the King, about the King, and for the
King to put the shout of the King in our hearts.

There are several aspects of missionary hope in the Psalms that the Spirit
of God etches on our hearts:

1. The goal of mission

Mission is not the ultimate goal of the church but a means to the end of glorifying
God.  The Psalms state that God is in relentless pursuit of His own glory. O mag-
nify the LORD with me, and let us exalt His name together  Ps. 34:3.  The work of
mission is therefore going to be successful because God delights in His name
being glorified as sinners find their only hope in Him. 

We can persevere in our personal witness, congregational outreach, and
denominational mission because God delights in His own glory.  

2. The triumph of world mission

In the Psalms God gives us many glimpses of the victory of mission.  All the ends
of the earth shall remember and turn to the LORD and all the families of the
nations shall worship before You Ps. 22:27.  He is even gathering the most unlike-
ly, Among those who know Me I mention Rahab and Babylon; behold Philistia and
Tyre with Cush  Ps. 87:4.

This note of triumph should fill us with optimism and stir us to say, “Here
I am, send me.”  These marching songs should banish every pessimistic voice
from our gatherings and stir us to reach the nations for King Jesus.  

3. The call to mission

The commission of Christ doesn’t come much clearer than Declare His glory
among the nations, His marvellous works among all the peoples Ps. 96:3.  The
calling of the church is the glorifying of God by the reaching of the nations.

It will not be an easy task, there will be a sowing in tears, there will
be weeping, but there will be sheaves, there will be a harvest because He
has called us to this task.
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If we are hearing and singing these songs aright we should be finding that the expenditure columns of congrega-

tional financial reports are filled with targets surpassed and missionary organisations being supported.  It is an obvi-

ous blessing to have men being trained for the ministry for the home church, but where are the men tuned in to

these Psalms who are saying send me to Africa, India, Asia, and South America. 

4. The engagement of God in mission

With mission it is easy to get discouraged, thinking that it is all down to us.  But the motivational manual for mission

helps us again for the Psalms tell us that the God who calls us to this task is right down in the trench with us.  He

is the one who is busy calling the nations.  He is wooing them, He working in them.  Clap your hands all peoples!

Shout to God with loud songs of joy  Ps. 47:1.  That is God speaking to the nations and your neighbour to come

and find all their joy in Him.  

What hope that should give us - the job will be done, the peoples will be reached, because King Jesus is

the one doing the reaching.

God has given us these 150 soldier songs to fill us with missionary hope 

as we march with the King doing battle in His name, 

so that He will be glorified as the peoples

find all their joy in Him.

Synopsis of address preached by Rev. D.J.McCullough at the 2011 Missionary Rally

The city of Galway is a lost city; her inhabitants are in
rebellion against the Lord Almighty.  However by the
grace of God, there is a faithful witness amongst the
people. That witness is Covenant Fellowship RP
Church, and in July I was honoured to participate in my
first GO Team. In those seven days in Galway I was
encouraged, had my soul fed, was sanctified, was
mocked, ignored, and laughed at. 

The reality is that we cannot save anyone, for salvation
is of God alone. To preach Christ crucified is the means
of faith, for “faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the
word of God” (Rom. 10:17).  It is God alone who regen-
erates, it is Christ alone that atoned for His elect. 

It is with this knowledge, and genuine love for our fellow
man that we evangelise. Christ gave us the Great
Commission, and the GO Team is an extension of

Matthew 28.  Every day in Galway we started with a
prayer meeting and Bible study.  This spiritual breakfast
strengthened us immensely.  We travelled to housing
estates and distributed leaflets.  Every night we held an
open air ministry in the city centre.  It was an eye-open-
er to see the reaction to the sketch-board evangelism;
multitudes would disappear as soon as the word sin
was mentioned. 

For me the greatest part of the GO Team was the door
to door work, to spread the gospel one on one.  As one
can imagine most from Galway are Roman Catholic, it
is very sad to hear “testimonies” without assurance of
salvation.  Their hope is in the church and their own
righteousness.  Many were stunned to hear that faith
alone in Christ alone saves, it is “by grace are ye
saved…not of works...” (Eph. 2:8-9). 

Galway really opened my eyes; there are millions of
people heading towards eternal damnation. Without
God’s grace we would be the very same.  Every
Christian is called to witness, and the GO Team is a
wonderful opportunity to proclaim the gospel.  I will con-
tinue praying for Galway, and Lord willing I shall return
in 2012.

Qu’est-ce que vous en pensez? – What do you think of it?  One of my lecturers suggested in class that this is one
of the favourite questions of the French.  They love to discuss things and they love to hear opinions.  Certainly they
enjoy giving their opinions, we’ve yet to see how much they want to hear the opinion of others.  So if you ask this
question to us about our impressions of life in France, “What do you think of it?”, how would we answer?

Main response – “C’est bien différent.”  In what ways?  Well there are lots of little things: the warmer weath-
er; driving on the other side of the road; the selection of foods in the supermarket (no Robinsons juice and no
Cadbury’s chocolate); the later eating times which leave us starving by the time we eat at 7.30; the ways of greet-
ing with two kisses or sometimes four or sometimes just a handshake; the hoops you have to jump through just to
get some bin bags. These are all things which, although they seem small, can take some time to get used to. 

University Life

We’ve been attending classes at the University to help us brush up on our French. We both sat nervously on our
first day as we had to sit a test to see what level we were at.  Everyone back home seems keen to know which of
us came top in the test but all we know is that we were placed in the same level.  Heather has since asked to move
class in order to meet more people and this has worked well though she seems to be getting fewer homeworks.
Our classes are certainly proving a help, especially the Theatre group for which we both signed up.

We were both put in the same class at University but felt it would be better if we were in different classes,
enabling us to meet more people. Heather graciously moved down a level and when she sees the difference in
homeworks given, she is quite thankful for the move.  For the core classes we have writing, oral and grammar class-
es each week to improve our language skills and a culture class to give us a greater background knowledge of
France.  We also had to choose some options and we went for phonetics to help our spoken French and Theatre
because we thought it would be good for meeting people and for our oral confidence.  These two classes are our
favourites, especially Theatre.  We’ve been given two of the main roles in a German play, translated into French,
which we’ll be performing in the University Theatre at the start of December.  Places are limited so book your flights
and seats early!

Our classes have been great for getting to know a lot of people from many different backgrounds. In
Heather’s class she is particularly friendly with a Spanish girl who is living in Nantes, a Chinese girl, married to a
French man and a Russian girl who hopes to stay in Nantes after her studies.  Andrew has enjoyed getting to know
Gianluca from Italy, a Latin and Greek teacher who is doing his PhD in Nantes.  We’ve had him round for lunch and
have also enjoyed a lovely evening at his flat where we had delicious pizza.  At the start of October we organised
a soiree in our house for Andrew’s class and had 13 for dinner, including 10 different nationalities.  It was a great
evening, lots of good food and great fun playing ‘Taboo’ in French.  We look forward to more evenings like this and
we’re thankful that we have the space to have a crowd here.

Church Life

We’re settling into the routine of the weekly church activities. Of course ’le culte du dimanche’ is the main event of
the week and we have been encouraged by a number of new faces at worship recently. It’s one thing when people
come to church once but when you see them coming back over a period of weeks, that is more encouraging.  There
really is an international feel about the church with people from France, the UK, the Far East, Africa, Haiti and South
America.  We are just waiting now for a few Aussies to turn up.

We haven't got used to singing in French yet.  It can be frustrating when both words and tunes are unfa-
miliar, making it difficult to sing with meaning from the heart.  Praying aloud in French is also a challenge and for
now we need to have prepared our prayers in advance.  Here again, we feel the need to progress with our language
work.  While we’re still at Uni, Andrew will be preaching once a month and the first sermon will be on the 9th October.
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Preparation for that is well underway but it is slow progress.  This is the first time that he has written a sermon in
French.  Before when he has had to preach it has been a matter of translating an English sermon which is a lot eas-
ier to do.  Andrew is hoping to find a native speaker who will be willing to go over his sermons and help with any
language difficulties.

Tuesday evenings are Bible Study evenings and we usually have between 8 and 12 present. Malcolm Ball
has been leading the studies, finishing a series on Hebrews. He copes very well with the unexpected questions
which arise most evenings and enjoys passing the more difficult ones on to Andrew who passes them straight back.

Because of our language classes we haven’t been able to get to the Wednesday morning children’s club
but it is going well and Emmaline McCollum, who is from Portrush (NI) and who is here in Nantes for a year as a
language assistant in a school, has been able to help with that. We’ve really enjoyed having Emmaline around since
the middle of September along with Elisabeth Clement from Wales who is studying in Nantes for the year. Both of
them have been able to come to our Youth Group which meets every other Friday evening. We’ve taken responsi-
bility for this group, planning games and Andrew has started a series of talks on the life of Peter (Ballymoney folks
will remember that!). We really enjoy these evenings and have been encouraged by how much the young people
seem to enjoy the games and how they listen to the talk.  It was exciting to have one of the lads, Anthony, ask for
a copy of the talk last Friday evening.

Thank you and please continue to pray .

Thank you for all your prayers, emails, cards and texts.  They have helped us greatly.  We’ve been greatly encour-
aged to see God’s answering of our and your prayers. He has given us opportunities to speak with our neighbours
within days of arriving, we’ve had friends from uni and from church round for a meal, problems with red tape have
been resolved and as we settle in, we have known a great peace in our hearts that God has placed us here in his
sovereign will and he goes before us in all we do.   Please continue to pray that God would give opportunities to
share the Gospel here in Nantes.

Each year 1,200 students from over 70 countries come
and study at Queen’s University Belfast.  This is a frac-
tion of the 26,000 who come to Ireland as a whole, not
including another 96,000 who come to the many English
language schools on the island.  In response to these
internationals coming to Belfast, many of the local
churches near Queens reach out to these international
students including Shaftesbury Square RPC.  Friends
International a mission agency co-ordinates the church-

es efforts so they can make it a collective endeavour.  This is evident in the welcome fortnight when the International
students arrive before classes begin.  The students enjoy a number of welcome meals, shopping trips to Tesco and
IKEA to pick up necessities for living on campus, trip to the Giant’s Causeway, sports afternoons and an interna-
tional café to socialise.   These are all staffed by volunteers from Queens CU and from the local churches.
Shaftesbury is keen to see the many RP students who study at Queens make the most of this opportunity.  They
are the salt and light on the campus.  This is a great way to meet people who are very open to friendship and inter-
ested in getting to know local people.  A number of RP students have volunteered helping the international students
in navigating around a supermarket and find the food they are looking for.  They also enjoy dinner with them at the
welcome meals and generally socialise with them at the many events which continue running throughout the
semester.

The Tragedy - The year 2011 will probably be most remembered in
Japan as our annus horribilis for the threefold disaster on March 11th
of earthquake, tsunami, and the damaged nuclear plant with radioac-
tive leak.  The disaster is now named East Japan Great Disaster
(2011).

The earthquake’s power was a record-breaking 9.0 Mw
(moment magnitude scale), while the tsunami reached more than 10
meters high (33 feet) at many ports, including the huge seawall in
Miyako City of Iwate Prefecture.  The seawall was unable to secure the
town despite the fact that the locals considered it to be invincible.  The
number of those found dead or missing is over 28,500.  These natural
disasters overwhelmingly showed that humankind can never predict
the future or secure their lives perfectly.  On the other hand, the dam-
aged nuclear plant reminds us how superstitious (or, even arrogant
before God) it was for the triumvirate of industry, academy, and gov-
ernment to have campaigned for years that nuclear energy is safe and
clean.

Then, was this disaster a punishment from heaven?
In fact, there has been a somewhat cultic group from abroad visiting Japanese churches to blame it on us

for being lukewarm Christians. Even the right-wing Shintoist governor of Tokyo named Ishihara remarked that this
recent incident was a “tenbatsu”, which literally means punishment from heaven, though the governor does not
believe in the God of the Bible.

However, we know from the Bible that the Lord could well choose not to give us these natural disasters but
rather to “give them up to a debased mind to do what ought not to be done” (Rom. 1:28 ESV), which is no less dis-
astrous in the end. Actually, there are many in the world today who have gone through life-or-death situations and
yet remain “suppressing the truth” (Rom. 1:18).

So, as a British missionary in Sendai aptly stated in his blog right after March 11th, “it is not a punishment
but a severe and loving warning” to those of us who survived: the warning that the Day will come like a thief when
people are still saying “There is peace and security” (1 Thess. 5:3). Our task as watchmen is all the more crucial in
such a time as this. - Rev. Katsunori Endo

The Response - Just days after the Japan tsunami, RP Global Missions got involved in the relief effort.  They con-
tacted the Japan Presbytery of the RP Church and asked if God’s people from around the globe might send sup-
port to be administered by the Japan Presbytery.  At this point the Japan Presbytery set up a Relief Committee to
administer the aid  collected from across the churches in Japan and elsewhere.  RP Global established a place on
its website for those interested in helping to give electronically and publicised the efforts via Facebook, the web, and
email.  The response of God’s people was amazing with nearly $300,000 USD coming in over a six month period.
Not only was support forthcoming from the denomination, but great support and encouragement came from the
broader Christian Church as well.  The often stated reason for sending their gifts through RP Global Missions, rather
than a parachurch organisation, was the fact that local Japanese pastors, elders, and deacons were tasked with
administering these gifts under the umbrella of Christ’s Church.  - Matt Filbert

Those who have gone to help -  (This is an edited extract from the RP Witness by Bonnie Smith.)  
Many people have travelled to do what they can and help those in need.  
Megumi Takiura, daughter of one of the RP pastors in Kobe, rode her motorcycle three days to Sendai to

help and support Mrs. Uomoto, the wife of the pastor of Sendai Orthodox Presbyterian Church.  “I wanted to help
the people who are helping—whatever they needed.  Many goods and supplies were coming into the home so it
was full of stuff,” says Megumi.  She also helped to organise supplies and hand out food and goods to the survivors
and refugees thus helping to relieve the burden on Mrs. Uomoto.  While in the Sendai area, Megumi and several
others also travelled to Higashi (east) Matsushima City, north of Sendai, to dig out mud from the damaged houses.

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“The area smelled bad from mud and the many
things that flowed into the city with the tsunami.
We handed out ohagi (balls of sticky rice covered
with bean paste) made by the members of the
Chiba church, and gave them out with a tract,
fresh raw vegetables, and baby supplies to peo-
ple who came for them,” explains Megumi,
describing how hard it was for the people to find
fresh and raw foods. “They were so glad.”

Members of Presbytery’s Relief
Committee for the RPCNA, Pastors Sumito
Sakai and Katsunori Endo visited the area from
May 3–5.  They sought to see the affected areas
and to meet with OPC missionaries and RCJ

pastors in the region to better understand the situation.  Their goal was to gain the information that would help them
serve those in need better and distribute donations wisely.  They were accompanied by Rev. Cal Cummings Jr. and
Rev. Murray Uomoto of OPC’s Sendai Megumi Mission Church, who served as tour guides.

During those three days, Pastors Sakai and Endo visited the Nobiru District of Higashi-Matsushima City and
RCJ’s Ishinomaki Mission Church on the western side of Ishinomaki City.  “We had a chat with a family cleaning up
their own house [in the Nobiru District] where the tsunami reached the ceiling of the first floor.  They are still living
in an evacuation site provided by the local government.  The father shared with us his own testimony of witnessing
an unrelated mother and her child in a car being swallowed by the tsunami as they too were running away from it,”
writes Endo.

Much of Sakai and Endo’s work consisted of visiting churches and pastors in the area and asking in what
ways they needed and could use support.  “When I asked what a Reformed denomination like the Reformed
Presbyterians [could] do to help them, Pastor Yoshida indicated that their greatest need would be for a Japanese
pastor who [could] work alongside local RCJ pastors and to share the Word.  [This] is most needed in the long run,
while the current works are mainly relief and recovery,” explains Pastor Endo in his report. “Christian counselling is
also needed.”

Shigeru Takiura of Okamoto Keiyaku (Covenant) RPC and representative of Kobe Theological Hall (KTH),
spent a few days in the Tohoku region. He describes the destruction with these words:  “The cherry blossoms were
so beautiful— quite a contrast to the state of those towns.  It was hard to take pictures.  The destruction appeared
suddenly when the car drew closer to downtown Kamaishi, the seaside city famous for its steel mill.  All shopping
streets were hit by the tsunami, and I felt sinful and too painful in the heart to gaze on the massive debris of so many
people’s precious living.  While driving I found my throat dry, but it was just the beginning of the shock.  I could not
say a word.  It was just like driving into a theme park of destruction and death.”

Takiura and his companions, including his son, had brought supplies to give away that included tomatoes,
fresh vegetables, four bags of rice, grapefruit, two big boxes of toilet paper, lots of little boxes of corn flakes, thirty
Hanshin Tigers kites for the children to play with, batteries, diapers, about 2000 gospel message tracts, and 12
Bibles (Japanese NT).  The place where Pastor Takiura’s son works had provided the toilet paper, rice and kites.

Refugees that they talked to asked for food, vegetables, and clothing, sometimes specifically boots.  “When
I mentioned I was from Kobe, an immediate bond was formed because they all know about our huge earthquake
15 years ago.  Doors and hearts seemed automatically opened to us,” marvels Pastor Takiura.  “The RP relief com-
mittee is working through the RCJ, OPC, JIFH, and the Conservative Baptist church.  The RP pastors and relief
committee are thinking about how they can help continuously.  Yuko Shiotsu from Mukonoso RPC is working with
the CRASH team in Nasu using her accounting skills to help them organise their books.  Satoshi Kosaki and
Nozomu Taguchi, KTH students, went to the
Sendai area and helped with JIFH’s relief
work.”

Pastor Takiura asks that Christians
everywhere continually pray for the salvation
and aid of people of Otsuchi town, and for Mr.
Shintaro Miura and Mrs. Mariko Michimata
who are labouring there.  “Please pray for the
Spirit to work in their hearts through our cor-
respondence. Please pray for His leading for
the RP Japan relief ministry and workers,”

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Church Planting in Scotland
What’s follows is a historical account of the birth and growth of a couple of congregations in the Scottish RP Church.
Often these accounts can, because of their nature, be a bit dry to read and in truth this one may not be all that dif-
ferent.  However these are historic events in the life of the Scottish church, and we in Scotland are just thrilled at
being in a position to write about them given the decades of decline formerly experienced.  So we trust that as you
read them you will read behind the dates, the names, and the figures, and get a sense of the magnitude of what
God has done for us. 

Glasgow RP Church of Scotland
In June 2010 the Airdrie RP
Congregation began afternoon services
in Glasgow out of a desire to see Christ
establish an RP congregation in the city
once again.   During the next 11 months
the fledgling congregation met in a num-
ber of locations with Rev. Andrew
Quigley taking responsibility for the
weekly preaching and Bible study min-
istry.  

This act of faith, supported by the RPCS Presbytery, took a huge step forward on Lord's Day morning 22nd
May 2011 when over 100 people gathered in Thornwood Primary School for the formal constitution of the new
Glasgow RP Church, with 20 people coming into membership and the appointment of Rev. Kenneth Stewart as the
organising minister of the new congregation.   Many in the congregation, drawn from; Airdrie, Stranraer, and
Glasgow were aware of just how privileged they were, conscious of the fact that it had been 140 years since the last
RP Church was established in Scotland. 

The newly constituted Church then continued over the oversight of the Airdrie RP Church Session with Rev.
Kenneth Stewart playing the principal role in setting the direction for the body of the congregation with the help of

the Airdrie Session and a small group
of capable men from the Glasgow con-
gregation.  On Wednesday evening
14th September the Airdrie Session
travelled to Glasgow to receive a fur-
ther 18 people into membership of the
congregation, another joyous occa-
sion.   Lord’s Day 2nd October 2011
saw the next key step in the develop-
ment of this congregation when Airdrie
Session oversaw an election of office
bearers, both elders and deacons.
That same afternoon a Commission of
Presbytery processed the making out
of a call by the congregation to Rev.
Kenneth Stewart. 

The final stage in this process
took place on Friday the 4th November
2011 when almost 200 people from

Airdrie, Edinburgh, Glasgow, Stornoway, and Stranraer RP congregations, plus visitors from other churches gath-
ered at Milngavie Hall for the ordination and inductions of 3 elders, 2 deacons, and the Rev. Kenneth Stewart as
office bearers in the Glasgow RP Church.   

This has been a truly remarkable story of how the Lord put a vision in the hearts of a few people and then
over a period of eighteen months unfurled what He had planned for His own glory.

At a special meeting of its General Assembly of the Free Church of Scotland in November 2010, the decision was
taken “to give liberty to its congregations to sing hymns and use instruments, if individual Kirk Sessions so choose.”

In late June 2011 the Scottish RP Church received a request from a number of office bearers from the
Stornoway Free Church on the Isle of Lewis in the Western Isles, to commence worship services.  This request was
considered seriously, with Rev. Andrew Quigley and Rev. Kenneth Stewart travelling to Lewis and meeting with the
men concerned.  Conscious of the fact that there are a number of Reformed and Presbyterian churches on the
Island and in the town of Stornoway, there was a real desire to work through if this was the best way to proceed.
Having considered all the issues, and having received positive encouragement from other Christians on the island,
the decision was taken by the RPCS Presbytery to meet this request, and so on Lord’s Day 10th July 2011 the
RPCS began to facilitate public worship in Stornoway.   Throughout the summer months the ministers in the church
and theological students, Stephen Steele and Peter Loughridge, supplied the pulpit.  

Saturday the 24th September 2011 was the next stage in the development of this new congregation when
a Commission of Presbytery comprising: Rev Gerald Milligan, Rev. Kenneth Stewart and Rev. Andrew Quigley trav-
elled to the island and constituted this small group into an RP Church in the Western Isles, receiving 18 people into
membership.  An election of office bearers, elders and deacons, also took place that day as did the processing of
all the matters regarding a call.   By lunchtime that Saturday, the congregation had been formally constituted  three
elders and three deacons had been elected to serve in the church, and the Rev. David Karoon had received and
accepted a call to be the minister of Stornoway RP Church.  

A month later people from
the Airdrie and Glasgow congrega-
tions travelled to Stornoway to partic-
ipate in the induction of the new
office bearers and the Rev. David
Karoon as minister of the congrega-
tion.   It was a fairly eventful journey
for the Airdrie contingent, with a can-
cellation of the Friday evening ferry,
meaning that most of the party had to
sleep on the ferry.  But no one com-
plained, the heart attitude was good,
and with the ferry sailing early the
next morning we were able to get to
Lewis in time for the meeting. In all
around 80 people were present  at
the the Stornoway town hall that
Saturday morning the 29th October for the induction of the men to office.  It was a day of great joy especially for
those men who have laboured in the Scottish RP Church during the years of pruning.  

Please keep this small congregation in your prayers as they labour for the Lord and bring a very focused
gospel driven agenda to an island where many are living off the fumes of past blessing from the Lord.  

Edinburgh RP Church Plant
During the spring of 2011 Rev. Andrew Quigley had discussions with Christopher and Jenny Somerville as to how
the RPCS could provide worship services for them and others in Edinburgh.  In June Andrew met with a small group
of Christians in Edinburgh to discuss the way forward, and it was agreed that after the summer, worship services
would commence.

The first worship service was led by Andrew in Christopher and Jenny’s home on the Lord's Day the 11th
September 2011.   Peter Loughridge, student for the ministry interning in the Airdrie Congregation, has been doing
most of the preaching and Christopher leads a Bible study on Lord's Day evenings.  We have been exploring loca-
tions for public worship and hope, God willing, to commence worship in one of those locations in the new year.

Again this work is under the oversight of the Airdrie Session, but please be in prayer for the RPCS pres-
bytery as we look at how best to move this church plant forward.
